REGINA FACULTY FUND $1.25 Million  
$875,000 has been gifted to Regina for teacher salaries from August 2001-
October 2004.  The Foundation will continue to pay $62,500 quarterly until the 
full $1.25 million has been gifted to the center.  This fund is intended to provide 
80-85% parity with public school salaries.  There are 54 Regina teachers who 
have been the recipients of this fund. 
 
 
 

REGINA CAPITAL NEEDS $1.6 Million + Match 
1. Addition to the junior/senior high will be composed of seven new classrooms 

and a new kitchen and cafeteria, replacing the original built when the school 
opened in 1958.  The first floor of the two-story structure will cover 19,000 
square feet, while the top floor will be approximately 15,000 square feet. The 
estimated completion date is June 2005. 

2. Addition to the elementary school will consist of four new classrooms, 
covering 2,000 square feet. The estimated completion date is December 2004.  

3. New circular drive and enlarged, paved parking lot.  
 
 
 

REGINA ENDOWMENT $1.5 Million 
Critical for the long-term financial need of the Regina education system.  The 
principal is left untouched, with 5% of the interest income gifted annually to 
Regina.  The first endowment payment from the campaign will be made in fiscal 
year 2004-05. 
 
 
 

EVANGELIZATION &  STEWARDSHIP  $450,000 
To date, $160,000 has been gifted by the Catholic Community Foundation with 
campaign funds to this inter-parish Office of Evangelization and Stewardship, 
established in 2002 by the four parishes.  $22,500 will continue to be paid 
quarterly until the $450,000 has been met in full.  Following the resignation of 
Joy Kelly in June 2003, the coordinator position remained vacant for a year.   
Sr. Laura Goedken assumed the coordinator of evangelization and stewardship 
position in June 2004.  
 
Evangelization and stewardship committees were formed in October 2004 in each 
of the four Iowa City parishes to study evangelization and stewardship documents 
(pastoral letters titled Go and Make Disciples and A Disciple’s Response).  These 
committees will plan and implement evangelization and stewardship ministries.  
 
The mission of the Office of Evangelization and Stewardship is to assist parishes 
in working together to personalize and attain the goals of bringing about a 
personal and collective enthusiasm for our faith so that we freely share it with 
others. Stewardship concentrates on each and every person’s need to give back to 
God in gratitude for all that God has given to us.

MISSION:  To provide quality, value-centered Catholic education to students in our 
community.  Catholic doctrine, religious celebration and Christian service are integrated 
with an academically excellent program. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
ACADEMICS: 
*  Sunday, May 30, 2004, Regina High School principal, Ray Pechous, awarded 60 

graduation diplomas to the class of 2004.  Kristen Stauffer was the valedictorian, and 
Laura Hale and Kelsey Pacha were co-salutatorians.  Forty-four of the seniors 
graduated with honors.   The Outstanding Senior Award was bestowed on Melia Raitt, 
the president of the senior class. 

*  Twenty-eight of the graduates are attending four-year public colleges in the state of 
Iowa; five are attending out-of-state four-year colleges; twelve are attending four-year 
Catholic colleges; thirteen are attending two-year community colleges in the state of 
Iowa, one is attending college in Brazil and one has entered the US Marine Corps. 

*  Nineteen students were inducted into the National Honor Society in May 2004. 
*  58 students completed Advanced Placement courses at Regina last school year, 10 of 

which were conducted on-line   
*  A Regina team took 1st place in the University of Iowa Academic Quiz Bowl in April.  

They competed in June in the National Academic Quiz Tournament in Houston, Texas. 
 
CAMPUS MINISTRY: 
*  Regina has over 100 students in Retreat Team Leader, a student-mentoring program. 
*  Liturgy R.O.C.K.S., a student organization, provides leadership for the school’s 

liturgies and prayer services, as well as planning special service events. 
*  Regina has 45 students who are trained as Eucharistic Ministers. 
*  Regina football and soccer players attend Mass at St. Wenceslaus along with their 

coach at 7 AM every Friday during the season. 
*  Regina students follow announcements with prayer every morning. 
*  Regina faculty participate in a prayer and reflection meeting once a month. 
*  Almost every Regina faculty member heads a service organization, leads a class as 

moderator, or provides tutoring to help students during “non-school”  time. 
 
COMMUNITY SERVICE PROJECTS: 
*  Each October, over 100 Regina Junior and Senior High students fan out across Iowa 

City to rake, wash windows, clean gutters and reorganize cupboards for elderly 
citizens. 

*  In November, the Regina Key Club student organization hosts the Senior Citizen 
Turkey Dinner to 400+ community members. 

*  Each year the Regina senior class coordinates the Christmas Basket Project. Students 
secure life and leisure items for local families in need. 

*  Regina’s National Honor Society sponsors an annual blood drive for the American Red 
Cross. 

*  Regina students read novels on tape as a service for blind students. 
*  Many food, clothing and fund drives are held throughout the year to benefit the poor 

and hungry of our community and elsewhere.

BOARD OF EDUCATION GOALS::::    
The following 2004-05 goals were derived from the Board’s Strategic Planning efforts initiated at their annual retreat in July.   
1. Continually Str ive for  Academic and Administrative Excellence.   

As a forward-thinking Catholic institution, we must never be willing to “settle”  for mediocrity simply because it is easy.  We 
must hold ourselves to higher standards and expect the same from our peers. 

2. Make Campus Safety and Appearance a Top Pr ior ity.  
As our facility continues to grow and expand, we will be vigilant about maintaining and continually enhancing safety 
standards.  Campus appearance will also be continually improved. 

3. Offer  Spanish as a K-12 Second Language. 
All students who complete Regina K-12 will graduate bi-lingual with a solid comprehension of a second language and cultural 
appreciation. 

4. Enhance the Fine Ar ts Programs with Associated Alliances.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAMS: 
Regina Inter-Parish Catholic Education Center served 312 K-9 public school youth in the 2003-04 school year in its religious 
education program.  St. Thomas More Parish served 334 K-8 students at two sites:  167 students at St. Thomas More Church, 
another 167 at the north corridor site in North Liberty (space donated by Centro, Inc). The Iowa City Faith Formation 
Commission is currently studying the possibility of merging the two religious education programs by July 2005 under single 
direction but with potential multiple delivery locations. 
 

REGINA BENEFITS TO THE COMMUNITY AT-LARGE: 
1. Savings to taxpayers and public school rolls = $4.2 Million.  The Iowa City Community School District estimates costs of 

$4,758 to educate each student in the public school.  The $4.2 million in tax savings does not include the building, 
maintenance, and additional staffing costs to the public schools if Regina’s 882 students were integrated into the public 
school system. 

2. Regina provides a choice in education.  When communities and businesses recruit potential employers/employees, one of 
the first questions asked is about schools.  What is the quality of the local schools and what about parochial school options?  
Regina boasts an intimate environment (teacher/student ratio of 22:1) where academic excellence and spirituality are taught, 
encouraged and role modeled. 

3. Regina provides a prepared work force.  Students participate in job shadowing and mentoring, take workplace 
preparedness testing and, of course, complete a rigorous academic curriculum. 

4. Tomorrow’s community leaders are formed at Regina.  Students are charged and empowered to make a difference when 
they see a need.  Regina alums have held the position of Iowa State Representative, Johnson County Supervisor, Iowa City 
Mayor, Iowa City Council member, and serve on numerous non-profit boards. This scenario is repeated by other alums 
across the nation.

ENDOWED FUNDS: 
All permanently endowed funds held by the Catholic Community Foundation ensure that 
the principal is left untouched, with 5% of the principal interest income gifted to Regina 
Inter-Parish Catholic Education Center for these purposes: 
 

REGINA TUITION ASSISTANCE ENDOWMENT FUND:  Donor-restricted gifts to 
ensure tuition assistance to K-12 students who are in financial need.  Over 300 Regina 
students received tuition assistance last school year.   
The fair market value of this fund as of June 30, 2004 was $850,992. 
 

REGINA TEACHER ENDOWMENT FUND:  Donor restricted gifts to help approach 
salary parity with the public school system.   
The fair market value of this fund as of June 30, 2004 was $240,566. 
 

REGINA GENERAL ENDOWMENT:  Initiated as part of the Fueling the Fire of Faith 
campaign, the general endowment fund is critical for the long-term financial health of the 
Regina education system.   
The fair market value of this fund as of June 30, 2004 was $193,934. 
 
ENDOWED SCHOLARSHIPS: 
In May 2004, seventeen Regina students received K-12 or post-secondary scholarships 
from endowed scholarships established by generous donors to the Catholic Community 
Foundation.

OTHER RESTRICTED GIFT PROGRAMS: 
Throughout the year, donors make personal, honorary, or memorial gifts to the 
Catholic Community Foundation to benefit various programs and projects at 
Regina for academics, arts and athletics.   

With a minimum gift of $10,000 to the Catholic Community Foundation, donors may 
permanently endow a named scholarship for use by current Regina students (tuition 
assistance awards) or Regina graduating seniors (college scholarships).  In the event 
of an intent to fund a named scholarship without the requisite $10,000, an individual 
or family may create a scholarship with a down payment of $5,000 with the remaining 
$5,000 to be paid no later than five years from the initiation.  Donor/donor families 
determine scholarship criteria. 



ANNUAL SUPPORT: 
We ask for individual and business support of the Catholic Community 
Foundation’s mission through a gift to the Annual Fund Drive.  Annual Fund gifts 
come in all sizes and every gift matters.  Your generosity is crucial to help meet 
spiritual and academic needs of our youth and other important Church ministries.

Your financial gift can ensure 
that Catholic ministries and 
education remain viable within 
our community. Selecting the 
best gift plan depends on your 
personal financial situation and 
goals. 
 
The simplest and most 
frequently used method of 
providing outright support is a 
cash gift.  You may benefit from 
such gifts with a charitable 
deduction on your tax return.  
We accept personal checks, 
credit card authorization, and 
automatic withdrawal from your 
checking or savings account. 
Checks should be made payable 
to the Catholic Community 
Foundation. 
 
Gifts of stock, bonds, or mutual 
fund shares that have increased 
in value can have an immediate 
impact on the needs of your 
parish and/or school; also 
creating an income tax 
deduction for you based on their 
current value. By shifting shares 
you’ve held for over one year, 
you may save on capital gains 
taxes, as well.  In order to 
maintain the tax advantages, it 
is critical to transfer the 
securities to CCF, rather than 
the proceeds from the sale.

Planned giving is the process of 
carefully selecting the best 
method and asset for making a 
charitable gift.  Such a gift can 
enable you to take full 
advantage of the tax laws to 
accomplish your financial and 
charitable goals. 
 
A bequest through a will is a 
popular and flexible method to 
make a future gift while 
retaining control of your 
property during your lifetime.  
Due to changes in the estate tax 
laws, this may be a good time to 
review your estate plans and 
consider a charitable gift in your 
will. 
 
Life income gifts are an 
effective way to contribute 
assets while keeping an income 
for yourself or your family.  
Generally, to create a charitable 
remainder trust, you place assets 
into a trust which pays you an 
income for life.  When the last 
beneficiary dies, the remaining 
principal is gifted to the 
Foundation to be used in the 
area of greatest need or for 
restricted projects/programs of 
Regina and/or the parishes. 
 
Other gift opportunities include 
gifts of retirement assets or life 
insurance policies.  These 
methods can be a very tax-
effective way to contribute to 
the mission of the Foundation, 
your parish, or our Catholic 
school while reducing estate 
taxes and potential income taxes 
to your heirs without any 
negative impact on your current 
assets.
